C. BECHSTEIN RESILIENT SOUND SYSTEM
Carefully selected, cleverly balanced compo-
nents as well as manufacturing techniques de-
veloped and carefully guarded by C. Bechstein 
guarantee sound-supporting tension, optimal
tuning stability and exceptional longevity.

INNER AND OUTER RIM
The inner rim constitutes the soundboard frame 
and consists of multiple 3 mm thick layers of  
European beech and mahogany glued together 
to form a single piece. The outer rim is made  
from 3 mm thick layers of solid beech. Preten-
sioned by the method of gluing and balanced by 
the resting period, the inner rim helps prevent 
the loss of energy from the soundboard in the 
acoustic assembly.

BACK FRAME
Made from three continuous layers of pine and 
tapered towards their end, the braces are glued 
to the inner rim using intricate yet durable dove-
tail joints 1 . Three eccentric European beech 
support blocks connect the cast-iron frame to 
the back frame. The belly rail is made of solid 
beech and pine. The soundboard support rail 
on the belly rail, made from vertically laminated 
layers of beech and mahogany, is also glued to 
the inner rim, which is made of the same material, 
by means of dovetail joint  2 .

PINBLOCK
Block with three solid layers  3  of American 
hard maple, outer layers made from cross-lami-
nated sheets of beech veneer. High proportion 
of solid wood for excellent and even tunability 
and tuning stability.

TUNING PINS
Quality tuning pins  4  made from nickle-plated 
steel, 7.1 mm × 64 mm. Balanced torque, low 
torsion, excellent tunability and tuning stability 
with no tuning pin bushings.

CAST-IRON FRAME
The cast-iron frame has the stability needed to 
withstand the enormous string-tensions. Thanks 
to the careful sizing and traditional method of 
sand casting by hand, the cast-iron frame also 
enhances the sound – supported by an adjust-
able cast-iron resonator system in the treble 
strings of B, C and D models. The special meth-
od of sand casting with furan resin produces a 
sound propagation speed of 4,000 metres per 
second.

STRINGS
Made from quality piano wire with high tensile 
strength and valuable copper wire from Germa-
ny, the strings have been calculated to maximize 
string length with a balanced register, harmoni-
ous partials and excellent tuning stability.
C. Bechstein agraffes in bass and the middle 
range, with steel cores in the middle range. 
Capo d’astro with duplex strings in the treble 
section, duplex scaling in the rear middle and 
treble section.

DUPLEX SYSTEM  5

Resonating duplex strings enrich the color and 
vibrancy of the tone. The system comprises the 
front duplex strings at a defined angle to the 
speaking length for a clear, colorful sound, as well  
as the rear duplex strings that enrich the har-
monic overtones of the strings, mainly tuned in 
fifths and octaves.

SOUNDBOARD
The soundboard and ribs are made from spe-
cially selected, fine-grained, Concert-standard 
European mountain spruce, which is stored for 
years and dried carefully. The bridges consist of 
vertically laminated layers of European maple 
with hornbeam caps. The long bridge and bass 
bridge are connected to one another in the B, C 
and D models. The board is tapered from 9 mm  
in the centre to 7.5 mm at the edge. The ribs are 
not tapered towards their end until they have 
been glued onto the soundboard. The back 
frame and outer rim are fully glued and stored for  
months before the soundboard is glued on.
